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General Wu Hu, derived from the Romance of the Three Kingdoms, refers to the five generals who followed Liu Beito
establish the Shuhan regime in the late Han and Three Kingdoms pericd. They are Guan Yu, Zhang Fei, Zhao Yun, Ma
Chao and Huang Zhong. When Chen Shou first wrote the Annals of the Three Kingdoms, he juxtaposed the five men
into one biography, but he did not put forward the concept of Five Tiger Generals. After a long historical evolution,
the five men were shaped into Five Tiger Generals, and they were recorded to varying degrees in literary works,
historical books, and personal works collections. They were widely spread in the folk inthe form of art. With the
development of the times, the order of the five men's characters also changed in various versions. The revised Siku
Quanshu, presided over by Emperor Qianlong of the Qing Dynasty, also included the Five Tigers.
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Guan Yu, with the word "Yun Chang', was a famous general
in the late Eastern Han Dynasty. He followed Liu Bei around
the country in his early days and was captured by Cao Cao.
He killed Yuan Shao's senior general Yan Liang at Baima
Slope. Together with Zhang Fei, they were called enemies of
ten thausand people. When Liu Bei started his army, Guan
Yu followed Liu Bei with preat loyalty and was trusted by Liu
Bei. Liu Bei, Zhuge Liang and others entered the Kingdom of
Shu, and Guan Yu guarded the state. After Liu Bei captured
Hanzhong, Guan Yu took advantage of his power to attack
the State of Wei in the north. He once encircled Fan,
imposed prohibitions, cut down Pang De, and shook the
Central Plains. However, when the Eastern Wu attacked
Jingzhou, Guan Yu was defeated and killed . After his death,
Guan Yu was gradually deified and honored as "Guan Gong"
by the people; The imperial courts in the past dynasties
have many commendatory awards. [n the Qing Dynasty,
they were hanored as the "Great Emperor of Loyalty,
Righteousness, Deity, Spirit, Blessing, Benevolence,
Courage, and Power", worshipped as the "Sage of Martial
Arts", aswell as the "Sage of Literature” Confucius. The
Romance of the Three Kingdoms honored him as the first of
the "Five Tigers" in Shu, and Mao Zonggang called him the
"Yi Jue" of the "Three Jues” in the Romance.
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When Liu Bei established the Shuhan, the Five Tiger
Generals played different roles. Guan Yu followed
Liu Bei around the country in his early days. He was
captured alive by Cao Cao and killed Yan Liang, the
senior general of Yuan Shao in Baima Slope.
Together with Zhang Fei, Guan Yu was called the
enemy of ten thousand people. Liu Bei said that the
Queen of Hanzhong, Guan Yu led the army to
encircle Xiangfan, and Cao Cao sent Yu Jin to
reinforce. Guan Yu captured Yu Jin, killed Pang De,
and shocked China. Cao Cao once wanted to move
the capital to avoid its sharp edge. GuanYu's
influencein later generations can be said to be the
highest among the generals of the Five Tigers. Since
the Northern Song Dynasty, Guan Yu has been
crowned as a martial saint in all dynasties. He has
been worshipped by people in various ways and is
honored as the "Three Kingdoms Lord Subduing
the Devil".
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
