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Five Tiger Generals, from "The Romance of the Three Kingdoms", refers Lo Lthe five generals who followed Liu Bei to
establish the Shuhan regime during the Ihree Kingdoms pericd at the end of Han Dynasty in Chinese history, namely
Guan Yu, Zhang Fei, Zhao Yun, Ma Chao, and Huang Zhong, When Chen Shou first wrote "Three Kingdoms', he put
five people side by side into one biography, but he didn't put forward the concept of five generals. Alter a long
historical evolution, these five people were shzped into the Five Tigers, and they were recorded to varying degrees in
literary works, history books, and personal collections, and they were widely circulated among the pecple In the
form of arl, With the development ol the Umes, the arder ol the characlers of Lhe live people has also changed in
various versicns. The "Siku Quanshu” presided over by Emperer Qianlong of the Qing Dynasty alse included the Five
Tiger Generals,
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Zhao Yun, courtesy name Zilong, was born in Changshan Zhending, Eight feet long, with a majestic appearance, a
[amous general ol the Shu Han Dynasly in the lale Han Dynasly and Lhe Three Kinpdoms period in Chinese histary,
and Guan Yu and Zhang Fei are also <nown as the "Three Men of Yannan". Zhao Yun followed Liu Bei for nearly 30
years. ke participated in the Battle of Bowangpo, Changbanpo, and Jiangnan Pingding. . In adcition to fighting
everywhere, Zhao Yun also successively served as the prefect of Guiyang as a general, stayed at the oublic security as
a Sima in the camp, and supervised Jiangzhou as a general of Yijun. In addition, when Zhao Yun pacified Yizhou, he
cited the story of Huo Qubing (a famaous Chinese general) to persuade Lio Boi to return the fields and houses to the
people, and after Guan Yu and Zhang Fei were killed, he advised Liu Bei not to attack Wu, so later generations praised
nim as a canfucian general in the overall situation. He was even considered a perfect character during the Three
Kingdoms period Atter Zhao Yun's death, he was posthumously named "Shunping Hou" in the fourth year of Jingyao
in the Shu Han Dynasty (261), and his image of "Ever-victorious General" has been widely circulated in later genera-
tions.
