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Five Tiger Generals, from "The Romance of the Three Kingdoms", refers to the five generals who followed Liu Bei to
establish the Shuhan regime during the Three Kingdoms period at the end of Han Dynasty in Chinese history, namely
Guan Yu, Zhang Fei, Zhao Yun, Ma Chao, and Huang Zhong. When Chen Shou first wrote "Three Kingdoms", he put
five people side by side into one biography, but he didn't put forward the concept of five generals. After a long
historical evolution, these five people were shaped into the Five Tigers, and they were recorded to varying degreesin
literary works, histery books, and personal collections, and they were widely circulated among the people in the
form of art. With the development of the times, the order of the characters of the five people has also changed in
various versions. The "Siku Quanshu” presided over by Emperor Qianlong of the Qing Dynasty also included the Five
Tiger Generals.
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Zhang Fel, courtesy name Ylde, was born In Zhuejun (new Zhuczhou Clty, Baoding, Hebel, China), and was a famous general of the Shu Han Dynasty
durng the Three Kingdems perlad In Chinese history. Zhang Fel Is so brave that he and Guan Yu are called "the enemy of ten thousand people® When
the Yellow Turban Uprsing broke outIn 184 AD, Uu Bel arganized a volunteer ammy Tn Zhuosdan County to particlpate In the war to exderminate the
Yellow Turban Army. Zhang Fel 2nd Guan Yu Jelned together and followed Uu Bel to various places. The three love each other as brothers, and they share
the same bed when they sleep. When Liu BeT attands various banquets, he and Guan Yu stand by Llu Bel's sTde all day long. In 196 AD thers was a war
with Lu Bu due to a confllet with Cao Bao. After Lu Bu's defeat, Zhang Fel was appointed General of Zhonglang, In 200 AD., Llu Belyl's edict was leaked,
led Guan Yu and Zhang Fel to escape, and Klled Che Zhou, the govemnaor of Xuzhou. After LTu Bal was defeated, Guan Yu was captured by the enemy, and
Uu Bel and Zhang Fel went to Yuan Shao. When Uu Bel was defeated at Changbanpo In 208 A D., Zhang Fel anly led 20 cavalry t help LTu Bel retneat. He
yelled at Dangyang Bridge, and no one In Cas's army dared to approach, s Liu Belwas spared. After Lu Bel entered 5hu, Zhang Fel, Zhuge Llang and
Zhao Yun marched Into Xchuan. When he arrived In Jlangzhou, he released Liu Zhang's Bajun prefect Yan Yan because of his loyalty. In the Battle of
Brazll, he defeated Zhang Yun, a famous Wel general. In the battle of Wudu, he was defeated and returmned. After Liu Bel preclaimed himself emperor,
Zhang Fel was promaoted to General of Charlots and Cavalry, Captain of 5ill Xlaowel, and granted the thle of Marquis of Xblang. In the same year, Zhang
Felwas killed by the generals Fan Qlang and Zhang Da because of his violence and mercllessness. His posthumeous title Is Marquis Huan.
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Zhang Fei broke the bridge according to the water

In the thirteenth vear of Jian'an {208, Prime Minister Cao
Cac marched south to Liu Blae, and Llu Blao died of lliness.
The youngest son Liu Cong sumendered to Cao Cao. Liu Bei
went south from Fancheng to Jiangling via Xiangyang.
Zhuge Llang persuaded Liu Bel te attack Xlangyang, but LTu
Bei refused. When Cao Cao arrived in Xiangyang, he heard
that Liu Bei had gene south, so he immediately sent Cao
Chun to lead five thousand cavalry In pursull, They chased
for mere than three hundred miles in a day and a night, and
caught up with Liu Beiin Changbanpo, Dangyang. Liu Bei,
Zhuge Liang, Zhang Fel, Zhao Yun and other dozens of
horses fled. After Zhang Fei was crdered to lead 20 riders,
Zhao Yun protected Mrs. Gan and Adou to drive slowly.
Relylng on the terraln and breaking the bridge by the water,
Zhang Fei roared, "1 am Zhang Yide, let the horse come over
and fight to the death!”, his roar shaking the sky. Because of
Zhang Fel's reputation for bravery, no one Inthe enemy
army dared to move forward. Liu Bei and others wers able to
retreat to Hanjin and join Guan Yu's fleet. During the Battle
of Chibl, the fighting pewer of Liu Bel, Guan Yu, and Zhang
Fei left a deap impression on Zhou Yu, the left governor of
the general's account. In his letter to his master Sun Quan,
he stated that "Ly Bel Is a hero, while Guan Yu and Zhang
Fei are generals of bears and tigers.”
