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Five Tiger Generals, from "The Romance of the Three Kingdoms", refers to the five generals who followed Liu Bei to
establish the Shuhan regime during the Three Kingdoms period at the end of Han Dynasty in Chinese history, namely
Guan Yu, Zhang Fei, Zhao Yun, Ma Chao, and Huang Zhong. When Chen Shou first wrote "Three Kingdoms", he put
five people side by side into one biography, but he didn't put forward the concept of five generals. After a long
historical evolution, these five people were shaped inte the Five Tigers, and they were recorded to varying degrees in
literary works, history books, and personal collections, and they were widely circulated among the people in the
form of art. With the development of the times, the order of the characters of the five people has also changed in
various versions, The "Siku Quanshu” presided over by Emperor Qianlong of the Qing Dynasty also included the Five
Tiger Generals.
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Ma Chaa, courtesy name Menggl, was bom In Fufeng Maoling {(now XTngping
Cliy, Shaanxl Pravince, China), a famous general of the Shu Han Dynasty during
the Threa Kingdoms perad In Chinese hstory, a descendant of General Fubo of
the Han Dynasty, and the son of Ma Teng. Ma Chao became famous at a young
apge, and Cao Cao recrulted him to be an cfidal In Beillng many Himes, but he
refused all of them. Then Ma Teng entered Bel|ing and was named a2 Welwel,
and Ma Chac commanded Ma Teng's troops. When Liu Bel attacked LTu Zhang,
Ma Chao surrendered to Liu Bal and cooperated with Liu Bel's army to beslege
Chenpdu. After the Battle of Hanzhong, he Jointhy wrote a letter honoring Liu
Bel as King of Hanzhong. After LI Bel]in became the King of Hanzhong, he
named Ma Chao the General of the Five Tigers, and Ma Chao was the fourth of
the Five Tigars. After the founding of the Shu Han, Ma Chao became the general
of HushT, led Llangzhou as herdsman, and entered the feudal marquis afYan
Township. In the second year of Zhangwu (392), Ma Chao died of lliness at the
apge of 47. During Uu Chan's perfod, he was posthumously named Welhou, and
later senerations alzo called him Ma Welhou. Cao Cao (the leader of the Wel
State durng the Three Kingdoms perlod) once sald: "Ma Chao will not dle, and |
will dle without a burial place.” It neflects that Ma Chac's power is so strong that
Cao Cao Is alsa very afrald.

When Ma Chan led the army to
participate In the slege of Chenpduy, i
caused panit in Chengdu and aceslerat-
ed Uu Zhang's surnender. During the
Battle of Hanzhong Ma Chae and Zhang
Faiwent to a remote area to starta
debate In ender to ask for military ald,
and the Lelding Seventh Division of the
0 clan had 10,000 horses &y raspond to
Ma Chao, which Increased Liu Bel's
military strength [n the fight for
Hanzhang. After Liu Bei became the King
of Hanzhong, the west of Shu was
severely harassed by the Qfang people,
even to the peint where the local Han
women would hold weapons to help
defend. Ma Chao Is famous for the Qlang
people and sther nomadic peoples, and
has made great contributions to
suppressing and intimidating the Qlang
people After Ma Chao's death, Ma Chaa's
temples were bullt and recended In
Chengdu, Hanzhong and other places,
and Ma Chat was named "Marshal Ma
Chao Protecting Qlang God” In erthodox
Taolsm.
